
Albatross Marine Boats 

Racing regulation requirements

1. All boats must have a forward towing eye (they already have this). 
 

2. All boats must have a painter (length must be shorter than the distance from the towing eye 
to the prop and must be secured in the cockpit when not in use) It must be of a suitable rope 
to enable the boat to be towed. 

 

3. Windscreens must have a rubber c section covering the top edge off screen. 
(Available from Albatross Marine) 
 

4. Front compartment forward of the bulkhead must be filled with a buoyancy bag that fills the 
whole space, with cover fitted after initial inspection.

5. Cockpit floor + seat base and soft cushions must be secured to the boat.   
 

6. Kill switch must be installed on the starboard side you may mount it under the deck as long 
as it is free from obstacles when pulled. The cord must be no more than 65 cm in length and 
not elasticised. When pulled it must kill the fuel pump as well as the ignition. Lanyard must 
be attached to driver when on the water. (Available from Albatross Marine) 
 
 

7. You must have a useable paddle that is secured when racing.

8. There must be a battery isolation switch on the port side off the cockpit, you may mount it 
under the deck but must place a sticker indicating clearly its location.  
(Available from Albatross Marine) 
 
 

9. The hand throttle must have a piece of hose placed over it. 
 

10. The ski hook should have a slit tennis ball placed over it. 

 

11. You should have a 2kg fire extinguisher secured to the boat when not in use ( advisory only)

12. Your choke leaver should be duck taped over when racing. 
 

13. Hand throttle leaver and foot throttle must return to idle when not in use instantly (I.E. 
SPRUNG RETURN). 

 

14. Steering cable should be wired up and have at least four threads in the bottle screw at each 
end. 

 

15. Batteries must be secured to boat. 

 

16. Fuel tank must be secured to boat. 

 

17. Glass fuel bowl must be removed (or left in place but taken out of the system). 

 

18. Fuel lines must be ether braded cover type or a modem rubber secured at ends by hose 
clamps. 

 

19. All wiring shall be secured and free from moving parts. 

 

20. Hulls shall be in good condition and not leak excessively. 

 

21. Race numbers shall be placed on each side off the hull and be of a size of 24 cm high and 14 
cm wide with a 4cm gap between characters. Letters and numbers shall be black on a white 
background. 
 

 
 

In the pits  
 
1. The prop must be covered when in the pits and the prop shaft disconnected if you need 

to run the engine for any period out of the water except kill switch test before launch 
(i.e. bucket over prop with a bit of bungee holing it on). 
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2. Your trailer must carry your race number clearly marked on the front and rear of main 

cradle of your trailer as large as possible. 

 

3. The scrutineer will inspect your boat before each race and carry out a kill switch test. 

 
 

Personal Gear 

1. Helmet must be orange, red or yellow and be of a current specification.

2. All limbs must be covered (I.E. WEAR A BOILER SUIT). 
 

3. You must have appropriate footwear (NO WELLIES). 
 

4. Lifejacket must be hard backed and have a high collar with 40mm crotch straps

5. RYA power boat Classic licence if you are doing a season. 
 
For this year you only need a day licence payable on the day £45.00
